John Fitch invented the steamboatin 1787. Fitch’s relationship
with our founding fathers and his fight with James Rumsey
over the exclusive rights to the invention resulted in the
inclusion of the Patent Clause in our Constitution and the
passage of the first Patent Act in 1790.
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ter to Thomas Jefferson.
This dispute is credited as
the driving force behind
the inclusion of the patent
clause in the Constitution
and the passage of the Pat-
ent Act of 1790, which was
one of the first laws passed
by the House and Senate
and signed into law follow-
ing ratification of the U.S.
Constitution.

Fitch constructed four
different steamboats be-
tween 1785 and 1796 and
showed that steam could
be used as a power source
for boats. However, Fitch
was not a businessman

and was unable to manu-
facture a steam boat that
was economically feasible.
It was not until after his
death that Robert Fulton
built his first boat and it
was Fulton, and not Fitch,
who became known as the
“father of steam naviga-
tion.”

Fulton used a familiar
paddle wheel design for his
steamboats but, as we all
know, these paddle wheels
have been replaced by the
familiar propeller, which
propels most modern pow-
er boats. The screw pro-
peller was the brainchild
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
